Appearance: Amber red. Clear. Fine head and moderate foam stability.

Aroma: Lively and fresh. Pink grapefruit. Citrussy. Some white grapes (little mineral). Woody
notes (barrel?).

Taste & body: Smooth and fruity start. Red fruit (jam). Quite sweet. Dries out a bit to a bitter
sour outflow (slightly astringent like grapefruit zest). Little metallic note in the very end.
Technical quality: No major faults. Little astringency and metallic note in the aftertaste but OK.
Good balance and drinkability.

Appropriate for category: Fits the style.
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
